HOME PAINTING

HE last few vears have seen
i great changes in paints,
| particularly in enamel and varnish.
Formerly, enamel and varnish re-
quired many hours, and even sev-
Now they
dry hard in four hours or so. Mare
than this, they are harder and far
more resistant to heat, moisture,
and chipping than the older types.
Paints of many kinds are also quick
drying. There is, of course, a very
great advantage in this, Ten years
ago repainting might put a room
out of commission for a week; to-
day, walls and woodwork can be
completely refinished in one day.
These quick-drying finishes are s0
easily applied that they are com-
ing into very comnmon use, For ex-
ample, take the refinishing of a set
of kitchen furniture. The first step
|s washing with soapsuds containing
a little ammonia or washing soda
to take off all traces of grease, fol-
lowed by rinsing with ¢lear water,
When the furniture has dried, any
glossiness of the old finish should be
dulled by rubbing with sandpaper.
This will also smooth the edges of
chipped places and of cracks. One
coat of enamel is usually all that is
needed for complete refinishing, to
be followed, If needed, by touches
of a contrasting color when the first

poat is thoroughly dry,
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In painting chairs, they should be
turned upside down, and the legs
finished first, the under parts of a
table are also finished more easily
when the table is turned upside
down.

For a good job, the mixture in the
can should be thoroughly blended
before using. With a small stick or
a puftty knife, the solid mass that
has settled to the bottom of the can
should be stirred into the liquid, so
that the whole comes to an even
consistency. I think that more
troubles with painting come from
improper mixing than from almost
anything else. The floor should be
covered with newspapers to catch
spatters. The enamel or other finish
should be brushed out with a few
quick sirokes to spread it evenly,
and to prevent the forming of
‘runs'’ and of drops.

When work (s interrupted for a
few hours or overnight, the can
should be tightly closed to prevent
the contents from drying and the
formation of a skin on top. The
brush should be wiped off, rinsed in
turpentine, wiped again and
wrapped in waxed paper. Other.
wise it will harden.

These new finishes are so easily
applied .and can make so great a
transformation, that they should
come Inlo common use.

BOARDER HEN NOT
WORTH FEED; CULL

Non-Producers Will Bring
No Profits From Eggs.

By Dr. W, C. Thompson, Poultry Hus.

Don't feed boarders if it is the

aim to maintain high egg produc-
tion during the summer months.

Egg prices will probably begin to
advance soon, but In view of pres-
ent grain prices, the hope of profit
in egg farming lies chiefly in keep-
Ing egg production at relatively high
levels,

Cull the laying flocks carefully,
removing birds which have stopped
production. Such birds are early
molters with yellow pigmentation on
shanks and beaks and with with-
ered, dry combs.

Carry on the same feeding pro-
gram as in winter and provide an
ample water supply. There should
be no let-down in feeding, for it re-
quires lots of good food to produce
eggs no matter what the season.
Do not change rations in summer.

Keep the nests clean, sparsely lit-
tered, well ventilated and sufficient
in number to furnish one nest for
every five hens,

Gather eggs at noon and in late
afternoon, preferably using wire
baskets which permit a circulation
of air and rapld cooling. Store eggs
in a cool, somewhat molst room and
market them frequently during hot
weather.

Remove any male birds—except
when eggs for hatching may be still
desired—and produce only infertile
eggs for table use.

Good quality stock is necessary
to get the best results in summer
egg production regardless of fine
management. If present stock is
questionable as to breeding, perhaps
the coming fall will offer a good
opportunity to achange.

Shipping Inspection for
Fruit and Vegetables

This is the fifteenth year of the |

federal shipping point inspection
service on fresh fruils and vege-
tables, administered by the bureau
of agricultural economiecs. Nearly
five times as many carloads of these
commodities were Inspected at ship-
ping points in 1936 as during 1923,
the first full year this service was
available.

During the first years the service
was available in only a few states
and only during the harvesting sea-
son of certain products. Today it
is available during the entire year,
under co-operative agreements with
the state, in California, Colorado,
Florida, Idaho, Louisiana, Oregon,
Texas, Utah, and Washington.

In other states, with the exception
of New Mexico, Kentucky, and Ver-
mont. where no co-operative agree-
ments are in effect, the service 1is
offered during the movement of the
major {ruits and vegetables if the
volume for inspection is sufliclent to
prevent prohibitive cosis to users.

In nearly all parts of the country
the service {s self-sustaining. A few
states have small appropriations
which are used to supplement the
fees collected.

The United States Department of
Agriculture receives from the iIn-
spection fees only enough to cover
the cost of supervision and general

overhead expenses.
