America desperately needs an effective minority party. It
should not have to rely on insurgents within the Democratic
Party for the leadership and votes to oppose such projects as
President Roosevelt's court plan. Under the conditions silence
may have been the most useful role of the Republicans. They
had only seventeen senators and about one-fourth of the
House of Representatives; denunciation would have been par-

tially discounted as selfish partisanship.

This latter fact points directly to the real weakness uf_ the
minority. It needs to regain the cnnfiden*c:, ves, the friend-
ship, of the American people. The Republican Party need not
resort to "out-Santa Clausing Santa’’. Indeed, such a course
only destroys confidence. Pressure groups are indeed power-
ful. but Americans have not yet become a people :+n_e:ek1t1p,
only to live on federal charity. Fundmncr}tu]]y they still re-
spond to ideals, to vision, and to leadership.

The party which seeks to win their conlidence must come
with those qualities. It must have something of the dynamic
inspiring idealism and human sympathy which founded the
Republican Party. It need not promise the moon, but it may
well hitch its wagon to a star. It needs something more than
the mobilizing of discontents. lf the contest is to be between
“aginers , those who are against standpattism will outnumber
those who question Rcosevelt methods. The age has become
newly critical of motives, more critical of them, perhaps, than
of methods.

The party which is to become effective in opposition must
convince the people that its motives are right. that its oppo-
sition is sincerely devoted to preservation of essential consti-
tutional liberties and a free economy, If its program is domin-
ated by those who contribute most largely to campaign funds,
there will still be suspicions that it is more interested in pre-
serving merely the liberty of the economically powerful to con-
trol the government.

An opposition party needs more than sound criticism of
hasty legislation and faulty administration. It cannot supply
the nation's need by harping on personality or exaggerating
dangers of regimentation. It cannot meet the demand for con-
stitutional reform by ballooning a Black incident. It must do
more than pick at mistakes. It must have a program. And its
program cannot be half free-economy and half tariff sub-
sidies. It cannot regain leadership by opposing administrative
reorganization without actively driving for civil service reform.

An effective opposition party needs to put principles so de-
finitely to the fore that personal rivalries will be lost. And the
present minﬂrit}' needs just now to remove the gruwing ap-
pearance of a Hoover-Landon schism over leadership. It needs
to make an appeal that will not only keep the “seventeen mil-
lion'" of 1936 in line but will appeal to millions of New Deal
Republicans and independents. It needs either to drive ahead
with the Hoover plan for a rebirth convention next year or to
find some other practical means for regaining a positive ac-
tive role.

These requirements are onerous, no doubt. But with real
sincerity and idealism they are not impossible, American par-
ties have met them before. In his radio speech Governor Lan-
don spoke of the need for a vardstick to measure public offi-
cials. The needs for effective opposition may themselves con-
stitute some kind of a vardstick by which to measure present
leadership of the Republican Party and the speech at Topeka.
