“In our country, and in our times, no man is worthy the
honored name of a statesman, who does not include the high-
est practicable education of the people in all his plans of ad-
incetration. He may have eloquence, he may have knowledge
of all history, diplomacy, jurisprudence; and by these he might
claim. in other countries, the elevated rank of a statesman;
but unless he speaks, plans. labors at all times and in all places
for the culture and edification of the whole people he is not.
he cannot be, an American Statesman.’

The educational needs of the people today have broadened
and are more varied than at the time of Horace Mann but|
there remain a few fundamental educational needs that the
schools in their march forward must not forget. One writer re-
cently in an educational story asks the question, "'Have credits
and grades been made more important in the schools than the

development of integrity and honor?"

Responsibility for the development of character in the in-
dividual may rest to a great extent on the child's home and
church environment but the school is the child's outside world.
for a good many years and it is there that the practicability of
the home teaching is demonstrated. The school’'s influence
upon the child is to a great extent the deciding factor in his

success or failure through life.

So it is that upon the schools, upon those who teach in the
schools and upon those who direct the teaching and admin-
istration of the education of the children depends the entire

future of the nation.

It is well to have the public attention directed to education.
It should be a year round effort as well as just a gesture for
“Educational Week'".

Bicycle Speed

The grentest spcedq on bicycles
have been made behind specially
constructed motorcycles that car-
ry side windshields to break the
air resistance for the cyelist close
behind.
