There will be a
card for each member of the fam-
ily not affected by child Iabor laws
ete. These eards must be returned
to the post office on or before
November 20,

Information given on the cards
will be consldered as confidential
and all qguestions on the card
should be answered correctly.

The local postmasters now have
the report cards ready for release
on the designated day and all per-
gons who have worked for pay,
who are able to work and still
want swork, all persons who form-
erly bad their own business, farm,
or professional practice, and no
longer work at it, who are able to
work and want work, all persons
now looking for their first jobs,
and all persons who are partly em.
ployed, &bl to do more work, and
wianr moré work® v

Those who shoud not register in
the census are those who are work-
ing full time for wages or commis.
glons, or persons who devote full
time to their own business, et

If you are now working
looking for another job,
reelster,

Persons on strike, unless nctive.
Iy looking for other work should
not register, and those temporar-
lly sick or disabled but who have
a full time Job to return to should
not register,

Much can be learned from the study of the results of that ef-
fort, and the methods by which it was accomplished.

The job which the American people did, of _plm:mg 2.000,-
000 men in the war torn countries, of equipping them ﬂ.’."d
placing them in action against the enemy, and- of perfnr;mng
the enormous task of forcing back great armies, astonished
the world. It had not been thought that such a thing could be
done. There were of course. disappointments, due largely to
the lack of preparation for any such stupendous effort. Con-
sidering all the tremendous obstacles, a mighty job was well
done.

It was probably the biggest stroke of work ever performed
by the American people in such a short time. We do well to
ask how it was that the job was so well done.

The reason was that the American people took hold and
toiled unitedly for the common purpose. They were probably
never so well united on a great i:sue before, Party contentions
the difference of social classes, were forgotten.

Now if we could only have the spirit of un;ited effort tc
achieve the objectives we should now have N view, wh':u
mighty things our people could accomplish. They could again
astonish the world. We have now a war to carry on agains
poverty, unemployment, business unsettlement, ignorance
crime, vice disease, and the other evils and wrongs of society
et us look back to the spirit that animated the nation with
one heart and soul in 1918, and ask if we cannot get together,
and fight these new enemies with some such unity,

WONDERING

Mr. Roosevelt's announcement of a special session of Con-
gress, to convene November 15, cannot be headlined as a sur-
prise. As this column pointed out some time ago, men In touch
with the White House were convinced that the President had
determined on a special session months ago, and the only
question was the precise date.

Asserted reason for the session is new farm aid legislation,
with Federal hours and wage laws as runnersup in importance.
But in the view of some commentators, the real purpose of the
special session has not been officially announced.

Those who follow politics have noticed a rather remark-
able change in Mr. Roosevelt's more recent speeches and
public announcements. He has been much less critical than in
the past of the groups which oppose his administration’s aims
and methods. On his swing around the country, most of his
major and minor talks were comparatively mild in tone and
wording. It has been widely said by responsible newspaper
men, that the speech he had originally planned to deliver at
Bonneville was a slashing attack on the opposition—and that
he changed his mind, once he got away from the always stul-
tifying air of Washington. and substituted the calm and rela-
tively dispassionate speech he actually delivered.

As a consequence, to use the words of Paul Mallon, thereq
is a strong feeling that “all this maneuvering of the past few
weeks is a clever and effective screen for a rather complete
unannounced reformation of the New Deal from within™.

Mr. Mallon cites a “good friend of the White House" as
authority for the statement that the President has: 1. Definite-
ly renounced the plan of heavy government spending to bol-
ster business and prices; feels that government spending must
be reduced and the budget balanced, and that price rises must
be halted. 2. Abandoned the Supreme Court reorganization

measure. 3. Come to the belief that the government can do !

more for the country by returning to two of the original ob-
jectives of his administration—farm aid, and control of wages
and hours. 4. Decided to center attention on international af-
fairs (his widely-praised Chicago speech marked the send-off
here) to "cover removal of emphasis from old policies which
have failed',

~If all this is true, and there is certainly abundant evidence
to justify the guess that it is at least partly true, the New Deal
is not only undergoing a reformation but a revolution. This
does not mean that the president has eliminated all the more
“radical’’ phases of his past program—he still believes in big-
scale government hydro-electric developments, a more strong-
ly centralized government and increased power for the execu-
tive. It does mean that some of the theories which caused a
major split within his own party, to say nothing of intensifying
the opposition of the other party, may have been dropped
overboard. At any rate, the theories detailed by Mr. Mallon,

and held by other experts in the exciting political field, are
