THE LEAKY SCHOOL BOAT | Are threadbare, tattered, torn?

A double page cartoon and editorial note published in The
Nlinois Teacher for November presents the dillemma of the
Illinois public schools in no uncertain terms. State government,
pictured with a big cigar and high powered speed boat is pass-
ing up the distress signals of the school boy who is stranded 1n
a sinking row boat. The boats are increased state income and
decreased assessed valuation property tax, respectively.

Figures in the editorial make more plain the meaning of the
picture, showing how two taxes substituted for the old siate
property tax, namely liquor tax and sales tax have produced
more than $91.000,000 while the old property tax as of 1933
produced only $24,000,000. |

The schools are dependent almost entirely upon property
tax. most of which is delinquent and curtailed in amount due
‘o decreased valuation. The small sum of $11 per pupil al-
loted as state aid for the elementary schools doesn’'t cover the
loss taken by the schools in their regular source of income,
property tax.

(llinois is one of the richest and proudest states in the union,
she controls a vast amount of the nation’s wealth, her officialls
have been very clever in devising means to increase the gen-
eral state income through new tax ideas, she is very progressive
in almost every feature, yet she ranks 35 or 36 in the national
list of public school adequacy. That, it would seem, is an un-
necessary blot upon the state and its people.

Another generation and the wealth, future and income of
the state will rest in the hands of the children now being
pinched by way of education. How will they be able to meet
the demands of progress if the only thing they have learned
in penury in a land of plenty.

The whole world is rapidly changing, and the youth of the
state must have the proper background and education to en-
able him to hold his own in the world of tomorrow. They can't
acquire that education on a curtailed 1933 property tax income.

One of the most disastrous things that will happen to the
Minois schools unless the problem of adequate school income
is met shortly, is that intelligent folks will no longer look upon
the underpaid teaching profession as worth the required effort,
and before many years only the lesser talent will be directed
toward the school teaching profession. Today many able
teachers are accepting better paying positions outside their
chosen field. Some Illinois school districts pay their teachers
as low as $400 per year. Disgraceful.

As The lllinois Teacher points out the state government is
the individual as represented in Springfield by a senator, three
representatives and a governor., It is up to the individual to
do something about the situation, not just pass the buck by
letting the state do it.

Individual letters to state senators and representatives can
produce resultls. There is no reason why the state cannot
allow other sources of income to the schools besides the old
shabby property tax. It would be sound judgment to buy a
speed boat for the schools even if it has to be paid for from|
some of the new fancy taxes such as liquor, sales, etc.

Editorial Notes

The growing use of the school building as a center of cul-
tural and social life of the community is one of the significant
trends in modern education.

More than a million three hundred thousand children have
been enrolled in the public elementary and secondary schools
of Illinois. » This action on the part of the parents and children
should serve as a direct challenge to those charged with the
organization and operation of the schools to measure up to
the expectations of those who are making possible the existence
and continuance of the individual school units.—Educational

Press Bulletin.

“Nor is the problem of serving the schools merely that of
rescuing them from difficulties, of increasing their facilities and
raising their standards. Throughout the entire study of the
educatonal problem there is apparent the need of a greater
pul?lm consciousness of education and a deeper understanding
of its services.

Had Special Gibbet for

the Use of Alchemists

‘The medieval alchemists did not
enjoy a very high soclal standing.
It was popularly believed that they
consorted with demons in their ef-

forts to learn the secrels of nature.

Moreover, as time went on the pro-
fession was afflicted with an in-
creasing number of charlatans,
more adept at extracting gold from
the pockets of gullible patrons than
from lead. Consequently alchemy
was officially frowned upon by both
church and state, according to an
autherity in the Chicago Tribune.

Men of keen scientific abilities,
like Bacon and Aquinas and Ray-
mond Lully, were compelled to keep
their scientific interest as secret as
possible. Bacon, one of the great-
est scientists of all time, was threat-
ened with imprisonment by Oxford
university unless he ceased experi-
ing. The Dominican order pro-
hibited the study of alchemy among
its members. In 1404 all alchemists
were ordered to leave England, al-
though this edici never was thor-
cughly enforced. On another occas
sion a certain duke of Wurttem-
berg, who probably had been
fleeced, erected a special gallows
for the exclusive use of alchemists.
Appropriately, the frame was gild-
ed.

Because of the nced of secrecy,
and because they believed that the
common knowledge of how to make
gold would do away 'with the divine-
ly ordained poverty of the masses;
the alchemists either kept notes in
code or described thelr expariments
in a fantastic jargon that both
amuses and exasperatgs transla-
tors. For instance, they called gold
the red lion, silver the lily bride,
sulphur the yellow scorpion, mer-
cury the dragon, and lead the black
crow. Some of their terms may
still exist, as in aqua regia (roy~
al water) sal ammoniac (salt of
Ammon), oleum (oil of vitriol), sug-
ar of lend, butter of antimony, and
cream of tartar.

FPelicans Experts at Soaring
